This research was aimed to develop an appropriate Basic English Speaking 

Module for the English Club program at Senior High School of Modern Islamic 

Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo. It answered two research 

questions: (1) What is the appropriate Basic English Speaking Module for the 

English Club Program at Senior High School of Modern Islamic Boarding School 

Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo? And (2) How is the Datok Sulaiman English Club 

students’ perception towards the design module?. The research design used in this 

research was Research and Development by applying ADDIE models. It consists 

of five steps: Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation, and Evaluation. 

The speaking module was developed referred to students’ needs analysis results of 

the Datok Sulaiman English Club Program by adapting a task-based language 

approach. This research used several instruments: questionnaire and interview for 

need analysis, experts’ validation questionnaire for module validation, and 

questionnaire for students’ perception. Furthermore, the findings presented that 

the students’ speaking skills were in the basic lower and upper levels. The 

appropriate basic speaking module as the product of this research consists of: 1) 

three units of basic speaking materials, they are introducing self and others, daily 

activities, asking for and giving opinion; 2) seven sub-units those are learning 

materials, grammar focus, let’s get ready, let’s talk, let’s do more, let’s playing 

games, and let’s review and share; 3) various activities adapted from Task-based 

Language; 4) interesting layout and media; 5) other skills such as listening, 

reading, and writing that is completed by grammar and vocabulary; and 6) module 

usage guidelines. The designed module was tried out to six students of the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club program limitedly due to the Covid-19 pandemic. 

Therefore, the students’ perception result got a mean score of 3,72, which 

indicated that the design speaking module was appropriate for the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club program. This result was supported by the interview’s result with 

the students of Datok Sulaiman English Club program which is summarized as 

followed: the module covered students’ needs, interesting design and layout, 

various activities, integrated skills, provide module usage guidilines, and include 

the characteristic of module those are self-instruction, self-contained, stand alone, 

adaptive, and user friendly.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengembangkan modul Basic English 

Speaking untuk program klub bahasa Inggris di sekolah menengah atas Pesantren 

Modern Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo. Terdapat dua rumusan masalah yang 

dijawab melalui penelitian ini: (1) modul Basic English Speaking apakah yang 

sesuai untuk program klub bahasa Inggris di sekolah menengah atas Pesantren 

Modern Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo? (2) Bagaimana persepsi siswa terhadap 

rancangan modul?. Desain penelitian menggunakan metode penelitian dan 

pengembangan dengan menerapkan model ADDIE. Model ini terdiri dari 5 

langkah: Analisis, Desain, Pengembangan, Pengimplementasian, dan Evaluasi. 

Modul speaking ini dikembangkan berdasarkan hasil analisis kebutuhan siswa 

dengan mengadaptasi pendekatan Task-based Language. Instrumen yang 

digunakan dalam penelitian ini antara lain: kuesioner dan wawancara untuk 

analisis kebutuhan, kuesioner untuk validasi ahli terhadap rancangan modul, dan 

kuesioner untuk mengetahui persepsi siswa. Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan 

bahwa keahlian berbicara siswa berada pada level dasar bawah dan dasar atas. 

Modul Basic English Speaking yang sesuai sebagai produk penelitian ini terdiri 

atas: 1) tiga unit materi dasar berbicara, yaitu introducing self and others, daily 

activities, asking for and giving opinion; 2) tujuh sub-unit yaitu learning 

materials, grammar focus, let’s get ready, let’s talk, let’s do more, let’s playing 

games, and let’s review and share; 3) beragam aktifitas yang diadaptasi dari Task-

based language, 4) layout dan media yang menarik; 5) keterampilan lain seperti 

mendengarkan, membaca, dan menulis yang dilengkapi dengan tata bahasa dan 

kosa kata; dan 6) petunjuk penggunaan modul. Rancangan modul diujicobakan 

kepada 6 siswa Datok Sulaiman English Club secara terbatas dikarenakan 

pandemi covid-19. Berdasarkan hasil persepsi siswa, nilai rata-rata yang diperoleh 

3, 72 yang mengindikasikan bahwa rancangan modul Basic English Speaking 

telah sesuai untuk digunakan pada program klub bahasa Inggris Datok Sulaiman 

Putri Palopo. Hasil ini didukung oleh  hasil wawancara dengan siswa yang 

dirangkum sebagai berikut: modul mencakup kebutuhan siswa, desain dan layout  

yang menarik, beragam aktifitas, keahlian yang terintegrasi, menyediakan 

panduan penggunaan modul, dan memuat karakteristik module antara lain self-

instruction, self-contained, stand alone, adaptive, and user friendly.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

A. Background 

Nowadays, students in senior high school need to master speaking skills. It 

is essential regarding they need to be able to communicate using English as an 

International language, need of experience through joining a competition such as 

English speech contest and debate, and broader relationships with people across 

the world. Besides, Grauberg stated that the primary goal of students who learn a 

foreign language is to speak in the target language1. Therefore, speaking skills 

should be taught and practiced to develop students’ communication ability 

through the target language. 

In the learning process, most Indonesian students find out the difficulties 

in learning language, especially speaking, regarding English as a foreign 

language. They have to discover some method to learn and practice English 

speaking efficiently and effectively. Some students might be satisfied with the 

material and practice presented in class, but they were unsatisfied by looking for 

more knowledge and practice in another chance. This case is because they want to 

improve their skill and knowledge by joining extra classes, such as informal and 

non-formal education. 

Generally, there are three kinds of education: formal education, informal 

education, and non-formal education. Formal education is an organized,

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systematic, structured, and administered education by law and norms that involve 

teachers, students, curriculum, and institutions2. Based on Novosadova et al., 

informal education refers to long-life education in all settings, especially family, 

friendship, etc., and emphasized value and morals as the core of learning3. In 

comparison, non-formal education refers to education outside of the formal 

curriculum that plans and designs personal or social education programs for young 

learners to develop their skills and competencies, like English clubs4. 

Due to the importance of speaking, most Indonesian students try to 

develop their skills by joining a non-formal education platform like courses, 

private classes, and a similar platform like these. One of them is an English club. 

English Club is a language program provided by the school as an extra class that 

aims to intensify students’ skills, competencies, and achievements in mastering 

English5. This program's output produces an idea through speaking and writing 

based on what they have listened to and read. According to this, speaking will be 

the point of this research because the English club is more dominant towards 

enhancing students’ speaking skills6.

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Regarding speaking as the needed skill, the Modern Islamic Boarding 

School of Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo provided an English Club for senior high 

school students’. It is known as Datok Sulaiman English Club. This platform is 

established in 2015 by Nurhayati Usman, M.Pd. This English club consists of 20 

members. It has the main goal of encouraging and enhancing students’ English 

capability, especially speaking skills, to prepare, achieve, and produce the best 

quality students to face any challenges. 

Commonly, students will find out some obstacles in learning speaking. 

According to Jack C. Richard, some typical learners’ speaking problems lack 

vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, ideas, comprehension, and communication 

strategies7. Based on the online interview with the member and the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club instructor on September 16
th

, 2020, the problems turned 

up during the speaking class are followed: the first, students are lack confidence. 

It happens because a negative mindset has manifested in their psychology8. They 

always believe that they cannot speak and think about how to speak like a native 

speaker. They are shy, anxious, nervous, and scared of making mistakes, which 

caused a laugh and mocked by others.  

Second, students are lack vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and 

communication strategies. The vocabulary problems are related to the number of 

vocabulary assets and the difficulties in combining the proper vocabularies to 

compose good sentences. Then, the problem in grammar regarding the rules of

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constructing the sentence. While in the pronunciation and communication 

strategy, the problem faced by the students are related to intelligibility 

(recognizable sound patterns produced by the speaker), comprehensibility (the 

ability to understand the meaning), and interpretability (the ability to understand 

the objective of talk). The main problem of pronunciation is related to the mother 

tongue of the speaker. 

Third, they are confused in developing ideas and composing utterances. 

Furthermore the last, the learning material is not appropriate for the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club students9. Previous research at the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club program showed the positive result of students’ enthusiasm for 

speaking English, but the weakness came from the learning resource. Generally, 

Datok Sulaiman English Club students do not have a patent module for their 

language club. They utilize a learning material resource from their tutor who is 

gained from the internet and other resources. Two learning materials commonly 

used are the speaking module by Open Resource for English Language Teaching 

and the handbook given by the head of Modern Islamic Boarding School of Datok 

Sulaiman Putri Palopo. Unfortunately, those two modules are not suitable for the 

learners’ needs. Speaking module by Open Resource for English Language 

Teaching is inappropriate for Datok Sulaiman English Club students because its 

structure and content complicate this module. It is caused the speaking module is 

difficult to be understood regarding the knowledge level of Datok Sulaiman 

English Club students is still fundamental. Simultaneously, the handbook given by

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the head of Modern Islamic Boarding School of Datok Sulaiman Putri is not 

specified to speaking exercises, which caused low motivation of English club 

students.    

 Appropriate learning material is an essential item in facilitating the 

learning process. It determines the quality of language input and practice10. 

Learning material refers to any kind of materials/media used in supporting the 

learning process to guide and built-up the learning environment11. There are many 

kinds of learning material. One of them is a module. A module is a media that 

contains specific discussed material in supporting the learning process12. The 

advantages of using this media in a learning process are as followed: module is 

designed systematic and attractive; it attracts students’ interest; it allows students 

to practice in developing an idea based on the available tasks and apply a new 

skill; clarify the abstract, and; facilitate both teacher and students in the teaching-

learning process13.  

The problems explained above give an overview that Datok Sulaiman 

English Club students need an appropriate speaking learning module. It is 

expected to facilitate the students in obtaining the target language in the learning 

process. These reasons attract the researcher to develop the basic speaking module 

to support the students in mastering Basic English speaking.  The Basic English

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Speaking Module was offered to give students a strong foundation, knowledge, 

and practice in mastering speaking based on their needs and wants to be 

completed by the exercises and adjusted to English's relevancy for senior high 

school in this era.   

The importance of learning material during the learning process has been 

explained in Q.S Al-Baqarah (2): 31.

In the previous research, Umar Fauzan (2014), Developing EFL Speaking 

Materials for the Second Semester Students of STAIN Samarinda and M. Arif 

Rahman Hakim (2018), A Research and Development Study to EFL Learners: 

Designing a Speaking Module for Introverted Students Based on Cooperative 

Learning. 

Therefore, the researcher was inspired to develop this Basic English 

Speaking Learning Material under the title “Developing a Basic English 

Speaking Module for the English Club Program at Senior High School of 

Modern Islamic Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo.” 

B. Research Question 

The Datok Sulaiman English Club students need an adjustment, updated, 

and specific English speaking module for their program. Most of the students are 

still not confident to speak. They also lack vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, 

and communication strategies, which confused and made them difficult to develop 
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ideas and compose utterances. These identifications of the problems lead the 

researcher to formulate the research question as follows: 

1. What is the appropriate Basic English Speaking Module for the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club program? 

2. How is the Datok Sulaiman English Club students’ perception towards the 

designed module? 

C. The Objective of the Research 

According to the formulation of the problems, the research's objectives 

were: 

1. To find out the appropriate Basic English Speaking Module for the English 

Club program at Senior High School of Modern Islamic Boarding School 

Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo. 

2. To find out the Datok Sulaiman English Club students’ perception towards 

the designed speaking module. 

D. The Specification of the Research  

The specification product expected as the designed Basic English 

Speaking Module in this research consists of (1) Introduction, (2) Objective, (3) 

Tasks, and (4) Assessment. 

E. The Significance of the Research 

Theoretically, this research was expected to develop a Basic English 

Speaking Module for the English Club program. Practically, this research would 

be helpful for 1) giving insight and reference to the teacher, the students, and the 

next researcher concerning how to construct and compose a learning module 
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based on students’ needs, and 2) providing a product of learning materials that 

suitable and can be used by both teacher and students of Datok Sulaiman English 

Club program of Modern Islamic Boarding School of Datok Sulaiman Putri 

Palopo. 

F. The Assumption and Delimitation of the Research 

There were several assumptions given by the researcher in designing the 

Basic English Speaking Module as follows:   

1. Students filled out the need analysis and questionnaires with awareness and 

substantively. 

2. The designed Basic English Speaking Module was evaluated objectively by 

expert judgments. 

3. The materials in the designed module were delivered by the lecturers who are 

experts in speaking material. 

In conducting the research, the researcher had several delimitations as 

follows: 

1. Due to the limitation of units, the module was carried out for three units only. 

2. The material of the module contained basic speaking material. 

3. The designed module adopted a task-based language approach in designing 

tasks. 

4. ADDIE Models. 
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CHAPTER II 

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 

A. Review of Related Research Findings 

There are several previous research related to this research. It will be 

explained as follows: Umar Fauzan (2014), Developing EFL Speaking Materials 

for the Second Semester Students of STAIN Samarinda. This research aims to 

develop the speaking materials for the second-semester students of STAIN 

Samarinda14. The preliminary survey result showed that the recent speaking 

materials were not compatible with the students, which caused a lack of progress 

perception, lack of received material, unachieved learning objectives, and 

boredom. This research was a speaking material consisting of 10 units equipped 

with five teaching speaking techniques suggested to be implemented; those are 

conversation, storytelling, presentation, discussion, and improvisation. Umar 

Fauzan’s research has several similarities to this research: the research is Research 

and Development (R & D), and it designed a speaking material.  The differences 

were the product of speaking material that was not a module, and the research 

participants were not the English Club students where the researcher will conduct 

the research.  

Carolus Suksmo Praksono (2017), Designing a Set of English Speaking 

Materials Using Jazz Chants for the English Club of SMPN Pangudi Luhur 1

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Yogyakarta15. This research discussed designing a set of English-speaking 

materials for the eighth-grade students of English Club students at SMPN Pangudi 

Luhur 1 Yogyakarta using jazz chants. The observation research showed that the 

students lack speaking practice because learning material activity is not specified 

to the speaking skill. The research aimed to design speaking materials using jazz 

chants. The research is R & D that contains five steps from Kemp; those are 

research and information collecting, planning, developing a preliminary form of 

products, a preliminary field of testing, and primary product revision. Interview 

and questionnaires are used to collect the data and feedbacks of preliminary field 

testing from experts. The final version of this research was a book consisting of 4 

units: 1) animals; 2) making an appointment; 3) how was your holiday? 4) 

Mealtime. Every topic provided four sections: warm-up with the chants, grammar, 

practice, and wrap-up chants. Carolus’s research has the similarity to design 

English-speaking materials for the English club. The distinction comes from the 

research's final product; a book, not a module like a researcher, will be applied.  

M. Arif Rahman Hakim (2018), A Research and Development Study to 

EFL Learners: Designing a Speaking Module for Introverted Students Based on 

Cooperative Learning16. This research is Research and Development (R & D). 

This research aimed to design an appropriate speaking module for introverted 

English Academy Bengkulu students based on the cooperative learning approach.

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This research aimed to classify the students’ characteristics, needs analysis, 

development, validation, revision, try-out, and final product revision. The 

instruments of data collection were questionnaires and interviews. Based on the 

findings, the research showed that introverted students need the module for 

speaking. The speaking module's design contains introverted students' specific 

topics, an attractive approach, and interactive learning material developed based 

on cooperative learning. This speaking module's final product consists of 7 units: 

1) let us make a conversation 2) let us know each other 3) speaking naturally 4) 

guess where am I from? 5) See me at the party 6) promoting something and 7) 

who is true, which designed following formats: theory and explanation about the 

lesson, examples related to the materials and topics, and conversation practice. 

This research has the equivalents goal to design an appropriate speaking module 

for students. The difference is the research subject, where Arif’s research 

participants focus on introverted students, while the researcher focuses on English 

Club students.  

Fitri Palupi Kusumawati and Ratna Puspita Sari (2019), Developing 

Speaking Material for Teaching Speaking Based on Communicative Language 

Teaching for Second Semester Students of English Education Study Program 

Muhammadiyah University of Metro17. This research is research and development 

(R & D), which applied ADDIE Models. The steps used in this research are 

analyzing the students’ needs, designing the module, developing the module's

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material, implementing the module, and evaluating the module. The reliability 

assessment showed that the designed speaking module got good category and 

positive responses in content, design, language, field test questionnaires, and the 

small group's implementation. The materials were developed by using a 

communicative language teaching approach. It showed that the module could be 

learned interestingly and attractively. This research has the same purpose of 

developing a speaking material with a module as the final product. The difference 

stands for the research subject, where this research focused on second-semester 

students of the English education study program Muhammadiyah University of 

Metro. In contrast, the researcher focuses on students of the English club program. 

Kurnia Dewi Safitri (2019), Developing English Learning Materials for 

English Club Students at SMAN 1 Punggur Central Lampung. This research 

discussed developing English learning materials for English club students at 

SMAN 1 Punggur, Central Lampung18. The observation and interview results 

showed that the English club did not have any specific course book yet for both 

teachers and students, which caused less motivation for English club students in 

learning English. The final product of this research was an English coursebook 

that focused on English debate. The specification of the product consist of 3 units 

those are: 1) ―talking about the debate‖, 2) ―what is your role?‖ 3) ―How to win a 

debate?‖ where each unit contains related text, language focus, activities, and 

tasks, and answer keys. This research aimed to develop an appropriate English 

debate material for the English club at SMAN 1 Punggur, Central Lampung. This

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research has the same purpose of developing appropriate speaking material for the 

English Club. On the other hand, the final product is a coursebook, while the 

researcher will design a module as a final product. 

B. Literature Review 

1. An Overview of Speaking Exercises 

a. Definition of Speaking 

Speaking is a productive skill. It is commonly taught from junior high 

school up to higher-level/university. There are several definitions related to 

speaking as follows. Speaking is a productive oral skill that is bearing systematic 

verbal statements to transfer the meaning19. Speaking also referred to 

communicative competence, which requires pronouncing sounds, words, and 

sentences correctly in an appropriate manner at the time of speaking20. On the 

other hand, According to Iksan et al., speaking is required to communicate with 

others to create valuable relationships in society21. At the same time, Finocchiaro 

and Brumfit (cited in Lia: 2015) proposed that speaking expresses thoughts, ideas, 

and feelings in oral expression in terms of conversation22. In summary, speaking 

can be defined as productive verbal skills to systematically express thoughts, 

ideas, and feelings, adjusted to the speaker and the listener's circumstances.

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b. The Function of Speaking 

Learners’ priority in learning a language is mastering the speaking skill.  

The standard level of how far students’ learn a language can be evaluated from 

their ability to speak fluently. Students should know the distinct function between 

speaking in daily activities and speaking in purposes. Due to this, Richard 

proposes three functions of speaking as follows23: 

1. Talk as interaction 

Talk as interaction refers to the social function. It is generally known as 

conversation, where the people meet, exchange greetings, engage in small talk, 

and establish a peace and comfort zone of interaction. This function focuses on 

the speaker to engage each other than the message in the situation of speaking. 

Talk as interaction consists of several prominent features, those are: has primarily 

social functions, reflects role relationships and speaker identity, formal or casual 

atmosphere, uses conversational convention and generic words which reflects the 

degree of politeness, and jointly constructed. Concerning this, some activities 

involved in talk as interaction are followed: conversations, small talk, joking, 

recounting personal incidents and experiences, choosing topics, turn-taking, 

reacting to others, interrupting, adjacency pairs, and using an appropriate style of 

speaking. 

2. Talk as transaction 

Talk as a transaction refers to the message/information rather than the 

speaker. It focuses on the message and engages others to comprehend the

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information than the participants and the interaction process. Examples of talk as a 

transaction are group discussion, problem-solving activities, etc. Furthermore, 

Burns in Richard distinguished two types of talk as a transaction. The first type 

involves situations where the focus is on giving/receiving information that 

participants said, and the second type focuses on obtaining good/services. 

Meanwhile, there are several main features of talk as a transaction; they are: focus 

on information, employ communication strategies, there may be frequent 

questions, repetitions, comprehension checks, negotiation, and digression, also 

ignored the linguistic accuracy. Some skills involved in employing talk as a 

transaction are: describing something, asking questions, clarifying understanding, 

confirming information, etc. 

3. Talk as performance 

Talk as performance refers to the public talks. It is generally known as an 

activity to speak in front of the audience to transmit the information. The main 

features of talk as performance are: focus on both messages and audiences, 

predictable organization and sequence, form and accuracy are paramount, 

language is similar to the written language, and often monologue. Furthermore, 

some skills involved in employing talk as performance are: presenting 

information, using appropriate format, maintaining audience engagement, using 

correct pronunciation and grammar, etc. 

c. The Aspects of Speaking 

Speaking is not just stating or expressing oral sentences simply. 

Furthermore, it needs some requirements to be fulfilled. The requirements are 
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used to measure the learner’s quality of speaking. Due to these statements, Brown 

proposed some aspects in speaking those are24:  

1. Vocabulary 

The basic of the language is vocabulary. It is needed in all language skills. 

Vocabulary becomes crucial since it is the central part of composing and 

expressing sentences or ideas—vocabulary is related to the appropriate word 

choices based on the context and time of speaking. 

2. Grammar 

Grammar refers to the rule of how sentences are constructed to communicate a 

message, idea, or information. It is considered to become the aspect of speaking 

due to identifying the sentence’s meaning. 

3. Pronunciation 

Pronunciation refers to how words or speech sounds are produced. It is also an 

essential part of speaking. Pronunciation is related to how speech sounds are 

mentioned clearly and understandable by others when speaking. 

4. Comprehension  

Comprehension is related to the student’s ability to understand what they said and 

what the speaker talked about. 

5. Accuracy and Fluency 

Accuracy is related to the output by focusing on phonology, grammar, and 

discourse elements. On the other hand, fluency takes a role in a communicative 

language course as an initial language teaching goal. Fluency is related to the

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quality of speaking spontaneously and confidently without hesitation. It requires a 

subject to respond to it as well as to initiate it. 

Another expert proposed the aspects of speaking. Based on Harris25, He 

stated five speaking skill components: Comprehension, grammar, vocabulary, 

pronunciation, and fluency. Then, according to Vanderkevent (cited in Kurniati et 

al.: 2015)26, there are three components of speaking: the speakers, the listeners, 

and the utterance.  Furthermore, J.B Metzler27 stated three aspects of speaking: 

conceptualization, formulation, and articulation. Conceptualization refers to 

response as the result of the interpreted message in the process of speech 

comprehension system. Then, the process of grammatical and phonological 

encoding is formed from the preverbal message. This process is called 

formulation. In this process, the speakers are aware of the speech sound produced 

to convey the utterances. Finally, the speeches/messages are articulated through 

speech organs, such as lips, teeth, etc.  

Based on the several theories above, the researcher concluded that 

speaking consists of the participants, the utterance, and the language features 

containing vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, accuracy, and fluency.

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d. Types of Speaking Exercises  

Exercise is an activity or action to increase something28. Due to the 

definition of speaking and exercise, speaking exercise can be defined as an 

activity intended to improve speaking ability. On the other hand, a speaking 

exercise is an activity/exercise needed in learning a foreign language. 

Speaking exercise consists of several types. The types of exercise are 

needed for communicative and effective circumstances of learning. The 

effectiveness of the learning can be shown when the students are actively involved 

in the process29. Furthermore, Brown30 proposed five types of speaking as follows: 

1. Imitative 

Imitative is a type of speaking performance related to imitating words, phrases, or 

sentences. Imitative refers to what is known as pronunciation. In this activity, the 

students are allowed to imitate the short stretch of language. 

2. Intensive 

Intensive oral language design produces short stretches to demonstrate 

grammatical, phrasal, lexical, and phonological relationships (prosodic elements-

intonation, stress, rhythm, and juncture). The activity of intensive exercise 

includes directed response tasks, reading aloud, etc.

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3. Responsive 

Responsive refers to the questions, comments, and so on as students' short replies 

to teachers or other students.  

4. Interactive  

The distinct between responsive and interactive speaking is based on the length 

and the complexity of the interaction. Interactive speaking sometimes engaged 

multiple exchanges and multiple participants. Interaction is divided into 

transactional language, which aims to exchange specific information, and 

interpersonal exchanges to maintain social relationships. Oral production can be 

pragmatically complex in interpersonal exchange with the necessity to speak in a 

casual register, use colloquial language, slang, humor, etc. 

5. Extensive (monologue) 

Extensive oral production tasks refer to nonverbal responses in which listeners' 

chance of oral interactions is either highly restricted or ruled out together. It is 

included speeches, oral presentations, storytelling, etc.  

e. Teaching Speaking 

Teaching speaking is essential due to speaking is a crucial part of human 

life. It allows people to interact, communicate and involves understanding as well 

as production. According to Iksan et al., teaching speaking refers to instructing 

others in communication where the teacher and the students must be actively 

involved in the teaching and learning process31. It aims to increase and involve the 

capability in interacting in the target language successfully. Other definitions

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given by Nunan as cited in Matius et al.32 stated that teaching speaking is the 

activity to teach students how to produce the English speech sound and sound 

pattern; utilize words and sentences; choose the suitable words and sentences 

based on the social setting, situation, audience, and subject matter; arrange their 

ideas in a logical and meaningful arrangement; use the language to express 

thoughts, feelings, and opinions; and speak quickly and naturally or known as 

fluency. Based on those definitions, it can be concluded that teaching speaking is 

an activity to transfer knowledge by actively engaging students on how to produce 

meaningful and correct sentences adjusted to the social setting, situation, and 

subject matter by emphasizing the students’ fluency. 

In teaching speaking, several principles should be considered by the 

teacher when planning a speaking course. According to Nunan, as cited in 

Arodjiah33 proposed five principles of teaching speaking, those are: 

1. Consider second and foreign language learning context. As Indonesian 

students, it is used to clarify that the target language of foreign language 

context is not the language communication of the society. Furthermore, 

learning English as a foreign language is more challenging. 

2. Provide opportunities to increase students’ fluency and accuracy. 

3. Provide opportunities for the students to communicate in pairs or group work 

and limit the teacher talks.

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4. Design speaking tasks that involve meaning agreement. 

5. Arrange activities with guidance and practice in both transactional and 

interactional speaking.  

In the teaching and learning process, the teacher must create a fun 

atmosphere to actively engage in speaking. Therefore, the teacher’s role is 

important in the learning process. According to Bryne, as cited in Arodjiah34, the 

teacher has different roles in each stage of the teaching and learning process as 

follows: 

1. In the presenting stage, the teacher is an informant that introduces the 

learning material to be learned.  

2. In the practicing stage, the teacher plays as a conductor and monitors that 

allow the students to work and practice under their directions. 

3. In the producing stage, the teacher as a feedback provider gives students 

opportunities to work on their own and give feedback based on students’ 

work.  

In conclusion, the teacher’s speaking role is divided into the presenting, 

practicing, and producing stages. In presenting stage, the teacher presents the new 

material; in the practicing stage, the teacher controls the students' work; and in 

producing stage, the teacher is a feedback provider who gives feedback towards 

the students’ work.

2. Module 

a. Definition of Module 

Learning modules have various names, including learning packets, teach 

kits, unipaks, and edkits. It contains beneficial features for programming learning 

in order to reduce some of the existed handicaps. The flexibility and the use of 

mediated instruction in group/personal learning situations become the media's 

chief characteristics35. 

Some experts proposed the definition of learning modules. According to 

William Crittenden36 as cited in Khotimah37, a learning module consists of 

behavioral objectives, a sequence of learning activities, and provisions for 

analysis. Then, based on Marliati et al., Module is a set of systematic printed 

material that is arranged to be learned independently by the students containing 

materials, guidance, exercises, and learning evaluation to know the competencies 

achievement38. Another definition proposed by Hamid et al. stated that the 

learning module is a packet of systematic learning activities adjusted to the 

curriculum to help students achieve the competencies39. Furthermore, Dwi 

Rahdiyanta defined a learning module as a set of material packaged completely 

and systematically containing learning experiences that aim to help students in 
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mastering specific learning goals40. Meanwhile, the Module conjointly outlines the 

basic building block of programmed study, leading to the award of degree, 

diploma, or certificate, also known as course, unit, and subject41.  

Based on some explanation above, it can be concluded that a learning 

module is a packet of learning activities designed thoroughly and systematically to 

help the students achieve the learning goals effectively. 

b. Characteristic of Module 

The module is known as a source of independent learning. Due to the 

function of an instructional learning resource, a module should be developed by 

paying attention to the following characteristics42: 

1. Self-Instruction 

The module allows and provides the freedom to study independently without 

being dependent on other parties. To fulfill the characteristic of self-instruction, 

the module should contain: learning goals; specific learning material; supported 

learning material such example and illustration; exercise, task, and its ilk; 

contextual; used simple and communicative language; summary of learning 

material exists; assessment; feedback for learners’ assessment; and contains 

references43.   
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2. Self-Contained  

The module should contain all required learning material in a unit of 

competencies as a whole. 

3. Stand Alone 

The modules developed independently without have to be used with other learning 

resources. 

4. Adaptive 

The compiled modules are adjusted to science and technology development and 

can be used flexibly through hardware. 

5. User Friendly 

The modules should contain explicit instruction and information to help the user, 

friendly, and easily accessed.  

c. Modules Development  

In developing a learning module, several principles should be focused on. 

The learning module should develop based on the need analysis and condition. 

There are seven quality principles to produce learning modules: foundation, 

scope; structure and design; flexible delivery; access equity; content, evaluation, 

and feedback44.  According to Dwi Rahdiyanta, there are three main steps of 

composing module as follows45: 

1. Determine the appropriate learning strategy and media. In this stage, the 

characteristics and learning competence, learners’ characteristics, 
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characteristics of the context, and module situation should be paid attention 

to. 

2. Produce the physical module. The content module component consists of 

learning goals, a prerequisite of learners required, substance or learning 

material, activity, and supporting features. 

3. Develop a set of assessments. Related to this, the focus of assessment should 

contain three main aspects those are: knowledge, skills, and attitude.  

Based on Huntley Moore, there are three significant ways in developing a 

module; those are46: 

1. Consider the character of the students’ population and the context where the 

module will be operated. 

2. Determine learning outcomes explicitly that constitute an organizing principle 

such as content, teaching, and learning methods and above all for assessment 

needs.  

3. Constructive alignment is defined as a process of specifying learning 

outcomes and methods to encourage the outcomes' attainment. 

Meanwhile, Fleming proposed several steps in designing module they 

are47:  

1. Identification of needs includes data collection and data analysis. 

2. Input sources consist of the relevant unit standard, curriculum; community 

needs; learner needs; new industry, technology, and policy initiated. 
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3. Resource mobilization including financial, human, infrastructure, and 

technology. 

4. Piloting 

5. Revision and amendment. 

6. Implementation. 

7. Evaluation.  

Refers to the experts' explanation above, it can be summarized that the 

developing module steps consist of need analysis, design, development, revision, 

implementation, and evaluation. It is based on seven quality principles: 

foundation, scope; structure, design; flexible delivery; access equity; content, 

evaluation, and feedback.   

d. Units of Task Development 

There are six steps in developing units of task proposed by Nunan as 

followed48: 

1. Schema Building 

This step refers to the development of exercises that introduce the topic, arranges 

the context for the task, and presents several keywords and expressions needed by 

the students to complete the tasks. 

2. Controlled Practice 

In this step, the controlled practice is provided to use the target language 

vocabulary, structures, and functions. The controlled practice could be done by 

presenting a brief conversation about the topic, asking the students to listen to, 
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read the conversation, and practice it in pairs. It enables the learners to learn a 

language within a communicative context. 

3. Authentic Listening Practice 

In the subsequent stage, the students are involved in intensive listening practice. 

The listening texts could involve various native speakers asking about 

convenience choices, and the task for the students would be matching the 

dialogues with the introduction in step 1. This stage would bring them to the 

authentic or simulated conversation/talks, which could integrate but expand the 

language from the model conversation in the second stage. 

4. Focus on Linguistic Elements 

This step aimed to give students a sequence of exercises that focuses on linguistic 

elements. They have seen, listened to, and spoken the target language in a 

communicative context before analyzing the linguistic system elements. 

5. Provide Freer Practice 

At this point, learners are engaged in freer practice, where they move over simple 

manipulation. The learners should improvise in completing the task. The 

innovative learners will produce ―pushed output‖ because they will be ―pushed‖ 

by the task to their current linguistic competencies. 

6. Introduce the Pedagogical Task   

The final step of this sequence is presenting the pedagogical tasks for the students. 

It could be a small group task.  
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e. Materials adaptation 

Tomlinson and Masuhara (cited in Irene Anggita Dennaya: 2018) 

proposed that materials development engages in modifying existing materials that 

aim to produce appropriate material for specific students, teachers, and situations. 

The materials adaptation skills may be necessary by the teacher who cannot 

produce their materials because of lack of time, expertise, or stimulation from 

their institution.  

Furthermore, Tomlinson and Masuhara in Irene proposed three primary 

techniques for materials adaptation as followed below49. 

Techniques for Materials Adaptation 

Table 2.1 Plus Category 

Techniques Example 

Addition Teachers may add various texts and/or activities. 

Expansion 
Teachers may elaborate the passages and/or activities by developing the 

length, the level, etc. 

Table 2.2 Minus Category 

Techniques Example

Teachers may reduce the passages and/or activities by reducing the 

length, the level, etc. 

Subtraction 
Teachers may shorten the number of sentences in a passage and/or part 

of the activities.

3. Need Analysis 

Need analysis was proposed into language teaching in English for specific 

(ESP) movements. Based on Lindy Woodrow, need analysis refers to the 

systematic analysis of learners’ needs to operate in target communicative 

situations50. It is an essential part of conducting a course design. In conducting a 

learning process, the first step is analyzing the students’ needs, which aimed to 

specify the course design. Based on Hutchinson and Waters, the analysis of 

learner needs’ determines the reasons and steps used to achieve satisfactory 

communication in the course51. 

According to Hutchinson and Waters that is also cited in Sagita52, divided 

the needs in ESP into two kinds as follows53: 

1. Target needs  

Target need is a term that referred to what students need to do in the target 

situation. Furthermore, Hutchinson and Walter categorized the target needs into 

three terms; those are: a) Necessities, type of the need determined by the demands 

of the target situation to see what students have to in order to function effectively 

in the target situation; b) Lacks, refer to previous knowledge or what the students 
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know already; and c) Wants, address to students’ desire or what students want to 

learn. Concerning these, the detailed orientation of a target analysis conceptual 

framework are listed below: 

 Why is the language need? 

 How will the language be used? 

 What will the content areas be? 

 Who will the learner use the language with? 

 Where and when will the language be used? 

2. Learning needs 

Term of learning need refers to what students require to do in order to 

learn. The learning need is closely related to what students must do to achieve the 

ability to perform the needed level of competence in the target situation.  Nunan 

underlines several learning needs: input, procedure, setting, teacher’s role, and 

students’ role54. In short, learning need is essential to Datok Sulaiman English 

Club to involve teaching and learning process that the students’ wish. The details 

of the learning needs analysis framework are followed: 

 How do the learners learn? 

 Who are the learners? 

 Where will the course take place? 

4. Task-Based Approach in Material Development 

Task-Based Language Teaching is an approach in language teaching, 

which refers to classroom activities. According to Nunan, task-based language 
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teaching is an approach to design a set of communicative tasks. It aims to involve 

learners in comprehending, manipulating, producing, or interacting in the target 

language by transforming real-world tasks into pedagogical tasks55. He also stated 

seven principles of task-based language teaching as follows: scaffolding 

(conducting lesson which provides supporting framework), task dependency (task 

build based on the instructional sequence), recycling (reintroduce a particular 

linguistic item), active learning (engage student through opportunities in language 

learning), integration (integrate form, function, and meaning in language 

teaching), reproduction to creation (the students should be encouraged to 

reproduce creative task given by the teacher), and reflection (students time to 

reflect on what they have achieved in the learning process). Another definition 

was stated by Richard, who proposed that task-based language teaching is a 

pedagogical task for classroom instruction. It is designed through specific 

interactional strategies, and the use of specific language types might be required56. 

Meanwhile, based on Elvi, task-based language teaching refers to the 

activities that aimed students to achieve the target language57. From those 

definitions, it can be summarized that task-based language teaching is an approach 

for a pedagogical task that refers to classroom instruction. It contains specific 

interactional strategies that aim to engage students in achieving results and goals 

in the target language. In other words, assembling a task-based language approach 
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in module development means shaping language use, exercise, and practice based 

on language usage in the situations and context. 

In task-based language teaching, several types of tasks can be applied to 

expose the students to the target language. Based on Pattinson (cited in Irene: 

2018)58, the types of task can be applied are: questions and answer, matching 

activities, dialogues and role-plays, communication strategies, picture and picture 

stories, puzzles and problems, and discussion and decisions. Furthermore, Willis59 

proposed tasks: listing, ordering and sorting, comparing, problem-solving, sharing 

personal experiences, and creative tasks. 

Willis has proposed the frameworks of task-based language teaching. The 

frameworks propose three stages involve in task completion, those are60: 

1) The pre-task stage refers to the activity of preparing the task arrangement. 

The activity of this stage, including: 

 Exposed to the target language for the task completion. 

 Comprehending the task goals and procedural aspects. 

 Naturalized with the theme or topic. 

 Planning the task completion.  

2) The Task cycle refers to the main activity where the students carrying out task 

completion. It may include transforming, producing, or interacting in the 

target language. It can use a wide range of tasks. The learners present the 

activity by themselves in this stage. Commonly, the students must understand 
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the task input to complete the task. There are three main activities in this 

stage those are task (doing the given task), planning (preparing a short oral or 

written report), and report (reporting to the class orally or reading the written 

report).  

3) Language Focus and feedback. It is divided into analysis and practice. In the 

analysis activity, the students discuss the particular features of the text. 

Nevertheless, in practice activity, the teacher conducts new vocabulary, 

phrases, and patterns during or after the analysis. It is the last phase after the 

main activity has been completed. Assessing the task outcomes and giving 

feedback happen in this phase. In this task, students are allowed to practice 

language activities. Several possible post-task stages include public 

performance, consciousness-raising activities, practice, teacher-led work 

correction, feedback delivery, and doing related tasks as homework.    

5. Instructional Design Models 

In the literature, several instructional designed modules are often applied 

in research. Among them are the ADDIE model, Borg and Gall, and 4-D models. 

a. ADDIE 

This model was created by the Center for Educational Technology at 

Florida State University in 1975. The ADDIE model was developed in 1978 by 

Dick and Carey and revised in 1981 by Russel Watson, who was considered 
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essential for developing educational and training programs. The developing 

product consists of five steps they are61: 

1. Analysis (identify the probable causes for a performance gap), 

2. Design (Verify the desired performances and appropriate testing methods), 

3. Development (Generate and validate the learning resources), 

4. Implementation (Prepare the learning environment and engage the students), 

5. Evaluation (Assess the quality of the instructional products and processes, 

both before and after implementation).

b. Borg and Gall  

Borg and Gall model in developing learning material contains ten steps are 

followed63: 1) research and information collecting (review of literature, classroom 

observation, art report preparation); 2) planning (defining skill objectives, 
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determining course sequence, and small scale feasibility testing); 3) developing 

preliminary form of product (preparation of instructional materials, books, and 

evaluation device); 4) preliminary field testing; 5) main product revision; 6) main 

product testing; 7) operational product revision; 8) operational field testing; 9) 

final product revision, and 10) dissemination and implementation.

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c. 4-D Models 

The 4-D is a simple instructional design model that consists of 4 stages as 

followed65: 

1. Defining – conducting learners’ need analysis. 

2. Designing – producing and developing a product based on learners’ need 

analysis. 

3. Developing – developing the product through validation from the expert 

judgments, teacher, and users (learners). 

4. Dissemination – product published through a journal, seminar, etc.

Based on several instructional design models explained above, the 

researcher decided to apply ADDIE models in this research. The researcher chose 

ADDIE models because it is practical and dynamic. Besides, it provides 

systematic processes that continuously evaluate and revise to create a valid and 
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reliable product. Moreover, the steps of product development are more rational 

and comprehensive. Furthermore, Robert Maribe Branch67 stated that ADDIE is 

considered responsive (accepts goals orientation), interdependence, dynamic, 

cybernetic, and systemic in designing learning products, which supports these 

considerations.  

6. Conceptual Framework 

The Basic English speaking module for Datok Sulaiman English Club 

Program was developed into several criteria. Indeed, not all the theories were 

applied in this research. However, the researcher combined the theories that were 

approved for this research. 

In developing the speaking module, the researcher adapted the ADDIE 

instructional design models. The design materials of the module used the task-

based language approach. It provided task varieties that aimed to motivate 

students to study and practice English. The varieties of tasks were designed by 

adapting the types of activity proposed by Pattinson and Willis. In this research, 

the researcher used ten from thirteen activities: questions and answers, matching 

activities, dialogues and role-plays, problem-solving, listing, ordering and sorting, 

comparing, discussions, sharing personal information, and creative tasks. 

In this research, the tasks were chosen based on the principles of task-

based language teaching proposed by Nunan. The researcher applied three from 

seven principles of task-based language teaching.  They are active learning 

(provide enough chance for the students to practice speaking), reproduction to 
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creation (support the students to produce the language), and reflection (provide 

the students with a space to reflect on what they have done during the completion 

of the unit).  

The tasks were then arranged and organized based on Willis's task cycle: 

pre-task, task stage, language focus, and feedback. In developing the units, the 

researcher applied six stages proposed by Nunan. Simultaneously, the contents 

were selected by applying materials adaptation theory from Tomlinson and 

Masuhara. The researcher integrated the plus, minus, and zero categories to select 

and compile the materials. 

The framework of this research was presented as follows: (1) it started by 

defining need analysis (target needs and learner needs) and would be done after 

collecting information from the students’ interview and questionnaire; (2) after 

defining the need analysis, the researcher designed the material based on need 

analysis and Datok Sulaiman English Club syllabus; (3) after designing, the 

researcher developed the modules based on the need analysis, and several theories 

explained above. In this stage, the experts evaluated the designed module; (4) the 

designed module was tried-out to a small number of students to identify the 

design product's validity, reliability, and properness. It was also aimed to know 

the effectiveness and attraction of the speaking module; (5) the product evaluated 

through distributing questionnaires and interviews. The result of the 

questionnaires and interviews were the references for the evaluation phase to 

create a final design speaking module for the students of the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club program. 
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CHAPTER III 

RESEARCH METHOD 

A. Research Design 

This research was classified into Research and Development (R & D) 

method. Research and Development is a method used to produce an appropriate 

product and evaluate its effectiveness. In conducting the research, the researcher 

started by identifying the needs (through a qualitative and quantitative survey), 

designing, developing the product, implementing, and evaluating the product. A 

product can be a module, a book, a syllabus, a model, a pattern, a procedure, a 

package, or a program. This method is also utilized to develop an existing 

product. Furthermore, in this research, the researcher developed a Basic English 

Speaking Module for the Datok Sulaiman English Club program by utilizing the 

ADDIE model (Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation, and 

Evaluation).  

B. Subjects of the Research 

The subjects of this research were the twenty students of the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club program, which consists of students from the tenth and 

eleventh grades in academic years 2020/2021.  

Datok Sulaiman English Club program is an extra class provided by the 

Modern Islamic Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Palopo. It had established in 

2015 by the head of Modern Islamic Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Palopo, K. 

H. Dr. Syarifuddin Daud, M. A, and Nurhayati Usman, S. Pd. I., M. Pd as the 

teacher of this English Club. This program is provided as a platform to learn 
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English outside of formal education and develop students’ knowledge, language, 

and skills in the Boarding School. 

Since 2015, the total number of students of this English Club has reached 

100 students, where each generation consists of 20 students. The students are 

selected through the tests. The tests are divided into two sections; those are 

vocabulary and listening section. Therefore, the Datok Sulaiman English Club 

students’ level mostly in basic upper level due to the selection result. 

The learning activity in the Datok Sulaiman English Club is conducted 

once a week, precisely every Saturday night.  It lasts for 2 hours. The learning 

process contains varied activities like role-playing, conversation, etc., in different 

settings such as Masjid, classroom, and Gazebo. This English Club mainly 

focused on developing productive skills especially speaking. Furthermore, the 

evaluations of the learning processes are done through practicing the language and 

reflection at the end of the class. 

The Datok Sulaiman English Club students of Modern Islamic Boarding 

School Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo were needed as the participants to find out 

their needs and interests. The researcher also involved the teacher and the students 

of Datok Sulaiman English Club as the interviewers to collect more information 

related to the English speaking teaching, students’ difficulties, and interests. 
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C. Location and Time of the Research 

This research was conducted at the Modern Islamic Boarding School of 

Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo, specifically at the Datok Sulaiman English Club 

Program. It was conducted from March 2021 until June 2021.  

D. Research Procedure 

In this research, the researcher applied the ADDIE model to develop the 

Basic English Speaking Module for Datok Sulaiman English Club students’ which 

stands for five phases: Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation, and 

Evaluation. The flow of research is shown in the figure below.

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Analysis, in this step, the researcher analyzed the needs for new product 

development. A new learning product was developed by identifying students’ 

need analysis, including lacks, wants, and necessities. Besides that, this stage also 

includes identifying the setting. Therefore, the questionnaire was used in this 

phase to analyze the Datok Sulaiman English Club students’ needs. The 

questionnaire was also used to know the students’ competence, learning 

capability, and previous knowledge related to speaking. In this phase, the 

questionnaire was spread through a Google form. Besides, the interview was done 

by collecting more information about English-speaking teaching, students’ 

difficulties, and interests. 

Design, in this phase, the outputs from the analysis stage were used to plan 

instructional development. During this step, the researcher outlines how to 

achieve the instructional goals and develop the instructional foundation during the 

analysis phase. The course was designed based on the result of need analysis and 

curriculum analysis. The course design was reflected through the course grid 

covering several aspects: course goals, learning objectives, materials, and 

activities. 

Development, in the third stage, the researcher focused on developing the 

speaking module. The process of module development consists of some steps 

followed: 1) collecting material resources, 2) arranging speaking module 

materials, 3) arranging speaking module using TBLT (Task-Based Language 

Teaching) approach, and 4) validating by the experts, they are Nurhayati Usman 

S.Pd.I., M.Hum as the material expert, Dr. Masruddin, S.S., M.Hum as the 
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language expert, and Fadhliyah Rahmah Muin, S.Pd.I., M.Pd as the design and 

layout expert. 

Implementation, in this phase, the development of the speaking module 

was tried out to a small number of students. It was aimed to know the 

effectiveness and attraction of the speaking module. 

Evaluation, this stage was evaluated by compiling information concerning 

the developed speaking module's utilization through questionnaires and 

interviews. The researcher interviewed the students and teacher of the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club program. The data interviews supported the data 

questionnaires to seek suggestions for the speaking module’s improvement.  

E. Data Collection Technique 

 The instruments used to collect the data in this research were: 

a. Interview 

The researcher interviewed the students and the teacher of the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club. It collected the information related to students’ goals in learning 

English (target needs).  

b. Questionnaire  

The questionnaire collected data related to target needs (necessity, wants, and 

lacks) in this research. It was used for experts’ judgment to evaluate the developed 

module. Besides, students’ perceptions about the deficiency and the developed 

module's feasibility were taken through a questionnaire. The questionnaire was 

disseminated after tried-out the product.

F. Data Analysis Technique 

1. Data Analysis of Interview 

The data of students’ and teacher’s interviews were analyzed through the 

descriptive qualitative method. 

2. Data Analysis of Questionnaire 

The data was analyzed through a quantitative descriptive method by 

calculating the percentage of the answer. The need analysis result of the 

questionnaire used formulation as shown below69:

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CHAPTER IV 

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION 

In this chapter, the researcher discusses the findings and discussions of the 

research process. This chapter consists of two parts. First are the findings. The 

detailed process of developing a Basic English Speaking Module for Datok 

Sulaiman English Club students is explained in the findings. Furthermore, the 

discussions are presented as the second part.  

A. Instructional Materials’ Designing Process 

In this stage, the researcher shows the detailed processes of developing a 

Basic English Speaking Module for Datok Sulaiman English Club Program at the 

senior high school of Modern Islamic Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Putri 

Palopo. Based on the explanation in chapter three, the researcher applied the 

ADDIE models of Research and Development in designing the instructional 

materials. The details of each step are explained as follows. 

1. Need Analysis 

In the first step, the researcher analyzed the needs for new product 

development. A new learning product was developed by identifying students’ 

need analysis, including lacks, wants, and necessities. In collecting the data, the 

researcher interviewed the teacher and the Datok Sulaiman English Club Program 

students and distributed the questionnaires to the Datok Sulaiman English Club 

Program students through a Google form. The collected data were used to develop 

the basic speaking module for Datok Sulaiman English Club students. 
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The researcher started to collect the data by distributed the questionnaires 

through a Google form. The results of questionnaires with the students of the 

Datok Sulaiman English Club Program are shown below.   

a. Questionnaires’ result with the students of Datok Sulaiman English Club 

program 

In designing the materials, it is essential for the researcher to collect 

information needed and know the students’ characteristics of the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club program. Therefore, the researcher distributed 12 questionnaires 

related to the target needs (necessity, wants, and lacks) and the learning needs 

(activities, setting, teacher’s role, and students’ role). Before distributed the 

questionnaires to the respondents, it has been validated by two validators, they 

were Nurhayati Usman, S.Pd.I., M.Hum as the material expert, and Dr. 

Masruddin, S.S., M.Hum as the language expert. The results of instrument 

validation are shown below.

1) Target Needs 

a) Necessity 

 

Chart 4.1 The percentages of students’ goals in joining the DEC program 

The bar chart illustrates the percentage of students’ goals in joining the 

Datok Sulaiman English Club (DEC) program. There are four options of students’ 

purposes showed in the chart; they are 1) to speak English fluently, 2) to improve 

their English skills, 3) to communicate in English correctly, and 4) to assist the 

next study. The highest percentage is obtained by the option ―to improve students’ 

English skill‖ with just over a half (60%).  Furthermore, the highest percentage is 

more highlighted by the researcher in this research.  
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b) Lacks 

 

Chart 4.2 The percentages of students’ speaking level 

The given chart enumerates the percentages of students’ speaking levels. 

There are five types of speaking levels in the chart; they are basic (lower), basic 

(upper), intermediate (lower), intermediate (upper), and advanced. Eventually, 

students’ speaking level mostly in basic (lower) and basic (upper) level (40%) 

based on the chart given above.  
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Chart 4.3 The percentage of DEC students’ problem in learning speaking 

The supplied chart delineates the percentage of the speaking problem faced 

by the students of the Datok Sulaiman English Club program. There are five 

modes of typical learners’ problem as the chart suggests, they are a) lack of 

confidence, cannot sustain spoken interaction between short segments, and 

misunderstandings; b) lack of vocabulary; c) distress in composing utterances; d) 

poor pronunciation; and e) other options (poor grammar) which is filled by the 

students. From this chart, it is evident that the respondents faced distress in 

composing utterances that reached apex percentage (50%). 
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2) Learning Needs  

The learning needs in this section contain several components: learning 

materials, learning activity, learning media, setting, teacher’s role in the learning 

process, students’ role, and students' want in task completion. 

a) Learning Materials 

 

Chart 4.4 The percentage of students need in speaking materials 

The provided chart sketches out the percentage of materials for speaking. 

The researcher provides six kinds of materials: introducing self and others, 

unforgettable experience, describing people, daily activity, asking and giving 

options, and another option is fulfilled based on the students’ suggestion. Based 

on the chart above, the highest option selected by the respondents is introducing 

self and others with 25% of the percentage. 
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Chart 4.5 The percentages of students need in speaking themes 

The chart depicts the percentages of themes in speaking which are needed 

by the students. There are seven means figured in the chart: education, experience, 

daily theme, idol, job, culture, and other options. From the chart, it is quite evident 

that the education theme is the same as the daily theme with the peak 24% of 

percentages. 
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b) Learning Activity  

  

Chart 4.6 The percentage of DEC students’ speaking types  

The provided chart summarises the percentage types of speaking needed 

by the students. There are five types of speaking demonstrated in the chart: 

imitative, intensive, responsive, interactive, and extensive. Eventually, the 

respondents prefer the responsive type in speaking, as shown in the chart with 

45% as the summit percentage. 
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Chart 4.7 The percentages of students’ speaking activities 

The chart represents the percentages of students’ activity in speaking. 

Apparently, there are ten means of activity shown in the chart; they are 

conversation, games, role-play, discussion, question and answer, monologue, 

picture and picture series, reading story, creative tasks, and other options. Based 

on the chart given, the activity with a peak percentage is reached by conversation 

with 18%.  
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c) Learning Media

The supplied chart depicts the percentage of students’ preferred media in 

learning speaking. There are five kinds of media present on the chart: picture, 

audio, video, board, card, and other options. The chart clearly shows that the 

students preferred the picture as media in learning with a peak percentage of 33%.  
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d) Setting 

 

Chart 4.9 The percentages of students’ preferred setting for study 

The chart presents information about the percentages of settings preferred 

by the Datok Sulaiman English Club students in learning speaking. As the 

illustration suggested, there are four options of study settings shown in the chart: 

classroom, outdoor (gazebo, field, garden), library, and other options. Eventually, 

the students selected the Outdoor option, which reached the apex percentage of 

75%.  
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e) Teacher’s Role 

 

Chart 4.10 The percentages of teacher’s role in learning speaking 

The given chart shows the percentage of teacher’s role in learning 

speaking. There are six types of teacher’s role provided in the chart, including 

teacher as an organizer, teacher as a prompter, teacher as an assessor, teacher as a 

feedback provider, teacher as a resource, and other options. From the chart, it is 

quite evident that the more selected option of teacher’s role is teacher as a 

feedback provider with 40% of percentage. 
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f) Students’ Role 

 

Chart 4.11 The percentages of students’ role in learning speaking 

The provided chart depicts the percentage of students’ role in learning 

speaking. There are four options of students’ role figured in the chart, including 

listen to the teacher's instruction then do it, being active in the speaking class, 

speak English to the teacher and other students in every chance, and other options. 

From the chart, it is evident that option A (listen to the teacher’s instruction the do 

it) equals option B (speak English to the teacher and other students in every 

chance), which reached 35% of the percentage.    
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Chart 4.12 The percentage of the students preferred task completion 

The shown chart expresses the percentage of exercises completion by the 

students of Datok Sulaiman English Club program. There are five options of task 

completion presented in the chart: individual, pairs, small groups, large groups, 

and other options. From the chart, it is quite evident that the students preferred to 

do the assignment in pairs which reached the apex percentage of 50%.    

b. The interview results with the teacher of Datok Sulaiman English Club 

The researcher continued to collect the data by interviewing the teacher 

and the Datok Sulaiman English Club students on March 29
th

, 2020. The 

researcher prepared six questions for the teacher and seven questions for the 

students in Bahasa. Therefore, the results were summarized and translated into 

English. It was aimed to gain more information about how was the English Club 

going so far. The results of the interviews were shown below. 
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1) Students’ Skill Level in English 

Students’ skill level becomes essential in designing the materials. It is used 

to adjust students’ competency with the material that will be provided in the 

module. Based on the interview with the teacher of Datok Sulaiman English Club 

Program, the researcher found that the students’ English speaking level mostly in 

Basic (upper) level and the rest in Basic (lower) level. The classification is based 

on the students’ ability to communicate well in a short conversation with specific 

topics but still have many problems concerning vocabulary, grammar, and 

pronunciation.  

Essentially, the objective of the basic level is to scaffold the students to 

master the basis knowledge as a foundation, acquire the capability, and pass to the 

next level. Therefore, the materials used are general, mostly related to daily 

speaking, and it is aimed to engage students in a short conversation. The teacher’s 

statement regarding students’ English skill level is presented below. 

       ―Students’ English skill level is mostly in basic (upper) and the rest in basic 

(lower) and intermediate (lower). It was classified regarding students' 

capability in speaking. Mostly, the students of Datok Sulaiman English Club 

were able to communicate in short communication. They can talk about a 

specific topic, but they also still lack vocabulary, grammar, and 

pronunciation. Their mother tongue still influences their pronunciation‖. 
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2) Teaching Materials 

The materials used by the teacher in Datok Sulaiman English Club 

Program were developed individually. The teacher adjusts the materials to the 

students’ needs. The materials given related to basic speaking in daily life include 

self-introduction, daily activity, conversation, unforgettable experience, and 

discuss a specific topic. Besides focusing on students’ speaking skills, the teacher 

also facilitates the students with reading, listening, and writing skills because the 

teacher believes it will help them improve their speaking.  

Unfortunately, the materials developed were not patented as a module or 

course book for the Datok Sulaiman English Club program students. Furthermore, 

the teacher stated that the Datok Sulaiman English Club program needs a speaking 

module as guidance in the learning process. Besides, the teacher also gave 

suggestions related to the materials of the speaking module. She said that the 

speaking module designed should be covered students’ needs and adjusted to the 

trend or newest topic. The teacher’s statement regarding the teaching material is 

presented below. 

       ―The teaching materials used in Datok Sulaiman English Club were daily 

material, like self-introduction, daily activity, conversation, unforgettable 

experience, and discuss a specific topic‖. 

      ―Yes, the speaking module is a very supportive item. The speaking module 

will provide clear instructions and help the tutor in the learning process. The 

students also could have written guidance in learning‖. 
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      ―We hope that the designed speaking module has followed the trend or newest 

topic so that students can adjust the material. The writer could arrange the 

speaking module based on the students’ needs. It is because Datok Sulaiman 

English Club is an informal class and did not have a curriculum as a reference 

in arranging the material‖.  

3) Teaching Activities and Media 

In the teaching process, the teacher applied several activities. One of them 

is role play. The teacher frequently uses role play because it helped the students 

improve their speaking and made them enjoy the class. Besides, the teaching 

media commonly used are whiteboard and book given by the head of Modern 

Islamic Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo, which consisted of 

common vocabulary and expression. Furthermore, this book cannot be used as 

guidance because it does not cover the material for speaking skill development. 

The teacher’s statement regarding teaching activities and media is presented 

below. 

       ―The activities used in the learning process are varied. We often used role 

play because it will help the students increase their speaking skills and create 

an enjoyable atmosphere during the learning process‖. 

c. Interview results with the students of Datok Sulaiman English Club 

1) Learning Activities 

Based on students’ interview, the teaching activities frequently used in 

Datok Sulaiman English Club is conversation and role-play in pairs. They did not 

have enough speaking practice individually and in a group of more than two 
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people. However, the materials used in the learning process are varied, such as 

introduction, discussed some topics, describing people, and daily speaking, but the 

exercises are more focused on writing and speaking. Therefore, the students 

speaking skills are improved but not too significant because students did not have 

enough activities and exercises in speaking naturally. Several students’ statements 

as representative regarding learning activities are presented below. 

       ―Yes, my English speaking skill was improved since I joined Datok Sulaiman 

English Club‖. 

       ―Yes, my speaking skill was increase but not too significant‖. 

       ―A little bit improve, but still understood some materials‖. 

       ―I thought my speaking skill a little bit improve because we had to speak   

English during the class, then we had to do some activities in pairs like doing 

conversation and role-playing, but the intensities of the meeting were less, 

and the available books just required us to memorizing vocabulary and 

expressions‖.  

2) Learning Resource and Media 

The available learning resources in Datok Sulaiman English Club program 

are a handbook of short conversation given by the head of Modern Islamic 

Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo, and also the materials provided by 

the tutor. There is no patent course book or module as written guidance in learning 

speaking skills. The handbook did not cover all the specific materials, and there 

are no exercises provided in the handbook. Therefore, the exercises gave are taken 

from the internet or made by the tutor itself. In addition, the handbook could not 
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create a fun atmosphere in the learning process; because the book did not provide 

activities like games, role-play exercise that engages students to interact with each 

other.   

Based on the interview results, the students of Datok Sulaiman English 

Club suggested several points for the designed speaking module they are 1) the 

module should contain specific material in daily speaking such as introduction, 

describing people, discussion, and others; 2) the module should contain 

vocabulary, expression, grammar, and pronunciation completed with the 

explanation; 3) the module should contain pictures, video, or audio to make the 

book interested; and 4) it is better if the module covers other skill like listening, 

reading, and writing to help students in improving their speaking. Several 

students’ statements as representative regarding teaching activities and media are 

presented below. 

―I think the strengthens of the handbook lies in the various kinds of 

conversation, but the weaknesses were coming from the unattractive cover 

and content, less of materials and grammar, also less of speaking activity and 

exercise. I hope for the designed module; the speaking module will be 

designed well. Start from the attractive cover, learning materials, fun 

activities such as games and exercises‖. 

―In my opinion, the size of the handbook is too big; also there is no picture, 

so that’s why the handbook seems bored. I hope for the speaking module 

designed, the researcher will add some quizzes to improve our speaking so 

that the learning atmosphere will be fun‖.  
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―The available book is monotone. It consists of short daily conversations 

without explanation and specific materials about how to fluently speak in 

English. For further designed module, I hope it will be completed by the 

vocabulary, expression, grammar, activities, and materials regarding how to 

speak in English as well‖.  

―Maybe it is better if the module can cover listening, reading, and writing 

activities that support our speaking. Other skills just supporting, but the main 

skill needs to be improved is still speaking‖. 

2. Designing 

a. Designing Course Goals 

The English Speaking module is intended for Datok Sulaiman English 

Club students. Based on the need analysis and interview result above, the 

researcher formulated the course goals as follows. 

“After completing the course, the students are expected to be able to express their 

thought and feeling by using English, and apply it in their environment/daily life.” 

b. Designing Learning Objectives 

After constructing the course goals, the researcher arranged the topics for 

the speaking module based on the need analysis result. The topics were 

introducing self and others, daily activity, and asking for and giving an opinion. 

Then, the researcher formulated the learning objectives for each topic. The 

description of the learning objectives can be seen in Table 4.4 below.

c. Designing Materials and Activities 

In this stage, the researcher selected several appropriate materials and 

activities for each unit. Based on the need analysis result and the research 

limitation, the module will contain three units as the highest percentages of 

students’ needs; they are introducing self and others, daily activity, and asking for 

and giving an opinion. The activities are chosen based on students’ knowledge 

and skills. Furthermore, the researcher considered selecting the activities which 

are able to scaffold the Datok Sulaiman English Club students in achieving the 

learning objectives. The result of this stage is reflected through the course grid, 

which is shown in appendices.  
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3. Developing 

a. The First Draft of the Basic Speaking Module 

The contents of the module are arranged based on the course grid. The 

module consists of three units and more than ten tasks for each unit. The tasks are 

adapted from TBLT (Task-Based Language Teaching), divided into three 

sections: pre-task, task cycle, and language focus and feedback. It is arranged 

from the easiest to the most challenging level.  

The first draft of the Basic English Speaking Module is presented below: 

Unit 1  : Hi, I am Wilda. 

Unit 2  : What Does Your Typical Day Look Like? 

Unit 3  : What Do You Think About … 

In developing the unit, the researcher adapted six steps of unit task 

development proposed by Nunan (2004). The explanation of each step is shown 

below. 

1) Let’s Get Ready! 

This section is the introduction session. In this phase, the general 

overviews of the material are given to the students. It mostly contains 

brainstorming activities. Furthermore, this phase allowed students to fully engage 

in the learning process by discussing a specific topic to be studied.  

2) Focus In! 

This section focuses on defining the discussion from the previous phase. 

This phase provides the topic material to produce a clear framework. This phase 

also contains lists of useful expressions to help students in expressing their ideas 
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and feelings. It is used to present a clear example of how it uses and applies by the 

students. Therefore, the students will have preparation for the tasks ahead. 

3) Let’s Talk! 

This phase provides an opportunity for the students to practice dialogues in 

pairs/small groups. It directs the students to use and apply the example in an 

appropriate topic of conversation. 

4) Grammar Focus! 

This section presents lexicogrammatical features needed to arrange a text 

or deliver an expression. It is aimed to help the students in mastering the grammar 

in order to facilitate the students in the next stage.   

5) Let’s Do More! 

This part consists of several tasks. The tasks are classified into individual 

tasks, in-pairs tasks, and group tasks. The design tasks are focused on speaking 

skills, whereas it is also equipped with other skills like listening, writing, and 

reading. These various tasks are provided in order to engage students to be more 

active and free of expressing their ideas and feelings in the learning process. 

6) Let’s Playing Game! 

This section provides a game for students related to the topics, in line with 

the learning objectives. Generally, this section provides an activity for a small 

group consists of three to five members. It aims to create a fun atmosphere for the 

teaching and learning process.   
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7) Let’s share and Review! 

This phase allows the students to review what they have learned and share 

it to the class. Furthermore, it provides an opportunity for the students to reflect 

on how much they understood the lesson. This phase is the last phase which is 

aimed to create a meaningful process of teaching and learning for the students.  

b. The Result of Experts’ Validation 

Three experts validated the speaking module; those are Nurhayati Usman 

S.Pd.I., M.Hum as the material expert, Dr. Masruddin, S.S., M.Hum as the 

language expert, and Fadhliyah Rahmah Muin, S.Pd.I., M.Pd as the design and 

layout expert. The result of experts’ validation would be recapitulated as follows:

4. Implementation  

In this stage, the revised product was implemented to a small number of 

students. Due to the Covid-19 pandemic and the regulation to maintain a safe 

distance, the try-out was held just in a day. It was held on June 22
nd

, 2021, with 

only six students and three meetings. Each meeting had lasted for 30 minutes. In 

this limited try-out, the researcher only implemented several tasks that represent 

and effectively to be done during 30 minutes. The details of tasks that were 

implemented are shown below:

Besides implemented the designed speaking module, due to the limited 

time and chance, the researcher also explained briefly how to use the speaking 

module.

Besides, the researcher also distributed the questionnaire to the students of DEC 

to know the effectiveness and attraction of the design module and their perception 

toward the speaking module. In line with this, the result of experts’ judgment can

B. Discussion 

Realized speaking becomes the skill that needs to be mastered in this 

modern era, the students at Senior High School of Modern Datok Sulaiman Putri 

Palopo joined the language platform, namely the Datok Sulaiman English Club 

program. When learning this skill, the students faced several problems like lack of 

confidence; lack of vocabulary, pronunciation, grammar, and communication 
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strategies; confused in developing the idea and composing utterance; and do not 

have appropriate learning material as the guidance in learning. As a solution for 

those problems, this research aimed to develop the appropriate Basic English 

Speaking Module for the English Club program at Senior High School of Modern 

Islamic Boarding School Datok Sulaiman Putri Palopo. Besides, it also aimed to 

find out students’ perception of the design module to support the design product's 

appropriateness and effectiveness. With Basic English Speaking Module, the 

students could have written guidance in the learning process; be more active, 

enthusiastic, and motivated in engaging their selves to complete the speaking 

tasks/exercises individually, in pairs, or in groups; and the learning process 

became more enjoyable.  

The Basic English Speaking Module as the product in this research was 

developed by using ADDIE Models. It consists of five steps; they are analysis, 

design, development, implementation, and evaluation. This model was developed 

by Dick and Carey in 1978 and revised by Russel Watson in 198171. This model 

was also utilized by Fitri Palupi Kusumawati and Ratna Puspita Sari (2019) in 

their research “Developing Speaking Material for Teaching Speaking Based on 

Communicative Language Teaching for Second Semester Students of English 

Education Study Program Muhammadiyah University of Metro”72. Besides, the 

product design also utilized the TBLT (Task-Based Language Teaching) approach 

in developing the speaking module. Therefore, the researcher had done the first

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step by conducting needs analysis. In conducting need analysis, the researcher 

adopted a theory from Hutchinson and Waters73. The needs analysis was presented 

in the form of a questionnaire that contains target needs and learning needs. 

Besides, the researcher also had interviewed to collect more information related to 

students’ interests and difficulties. Since this is an English club, the researcher 

only used the needs analysis result in developing the speaking module. The result 

of the need analysis was used to design the course goals, learning objectives, and 

module materials that are reflected in the course grid. Then, the researcher 

developed the first draft of the module based on the course grid. After that, the 

first draft of the design speaking module was validated by the experts to improved 

the appropriateness and the quality of the speaking module. The tried-out was 

continued after the product had been accepted by the validator. The last, the 

product was evaluated based on students’ perception and the teacher’s suggestion 

about the speaking module.  

Moreover, the designed speaking module as a final product of this research 

has several distinctions with the previous one, those are: 1) the previous module is 

not designed based on students’ needs, 2) the previous module is not a patent 

module for Datok Sulaiman English Club program, 3) the previous module is too 

boring, it does not contain various activity and material needed by the students, 4) 

the previous module is not related to the education or Islamic boarding school’s 

life, 5) the previous module is not interesting, it just contains short daily 

conversation without pictures or any ornaments as an aesthetic feature, and 6) the

module usage guidelines. 

Furthermore, several main components of the speaking module that was 

developed based on the needs analysis result and adapted several theories as 

explained in the literature review would be discussed as follows: 

1. Learning Objectives 

The purpose of learning English for Datok Sulaiman English Club students refers 

to table 4.1. as the result of a question about students’ purpose in joining the 

Datok Sulaiman English Club program. The interview’s result is also reflected 

through the learning objectives. It could be concluded that students joined the 

English Club program in order to improve their English skills, especially in 

speaking. Therefore, based on the needs analysis result, the researcher formulated 

a general objective ―After completing the course, the students are expected to be 

able to express their thought and feeling by using English, and apply it in their 

environment/daily life”. This goal is correlated with Grauberg, who stated that the 

primary goal of students who learn a foreign language is to speak in the target 

language74 , and Richard (1992) in Umar Fauzan, who stated that teacher provides 

the teaching speaking to develop students’ language skills75 .  

2. Learning Material 

The learning materials of Datok Sulaiman English Club students refer to 

charts 4.4 and 4.5. The materials were chosen by considering the students’ level 

and students’ problem in learning speaking which is shown in chart 4.2, and 4.3.

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Students’ speaking skill is mostly at the basic level, where the common problem 

they face is distress in composing utterance.  It correlates with the statement 

proposed by Richards76 and Ur77 , who stated that one of the general problems 

faced by students in learning speaking is difficulty in composing utterances. 

Therefore, based on needs analysis result regarding material, the materials in this 

research are the three highest percentages options chosen by the students, they are: 

introducing self and other, daily activity, and asking for and giving an opinion, 

with the two highest themes chosen, those are: education and daily theme. 

3. Learning Media  

Refers to chart 4.8 as the result of students’ preference in learning media, 

the appropriate learning media for Datok Sulaiman English Club students are 

picture, board, audio, video, and card. Therefore, for playing the audio and video, 

it needs a QR code scanner, internet connection, and amplifier.   

4. Learning Methodology  

The results of students’ wants in learning methodology are shown in charts 

4.6, 4.7, 4.9, 4.10, 4.11, and 4.12. The speaking types are appropriate with 

students' wants based on need analysis results were types of responsive, intensive, 

imitative, extensive, and extensive. Therefore, the researcher arranged the activity 

from the easiest level, which is in accordance with the theory proposed by 

Brown78, they are: imitative, intensive, responsive, interactive, and extensive. The 

learning activities applied in the design speaking module are adapted from 
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 Richards, ―Teaching Speaking Theories and Methodologies,‖ 2–4.

Furthermore, the activities that contain 

in the design speaking module are dialogues and role-plays, games, creative tasks, 

question and answer, reading story, and discussion. Therefore, the researcher 

adapted all kinds of activities in order to provide various tasks for the students. 

Then, related to the task completion, the designed module provides more activities 

which are involving 2-3 students (pair and small group) based on students' choice 

on the needs analysis questionnaire.  

5. Tasks 

The tasks in this speaking module were adapted Task-Based Language 

Teaching approach. It applied three from seven principles of task-based language 

teaching; they are active learning, reproduction to creation, and reflection80. 

Therefore, for task completion, it involves three stages as proposed by Willis; they 

are pre-task, task cycle, and language focus and feedback. In the speaking module 

design, the pre-task reflected in sub-unit learning material and grammar focus, 

task cycle included sub-unit: let’s get ready, let’s talk, let’s do more, and games, 

while let’s review and share referred to the last stages of task-based language 

teaching which is language focus and feedback.  

6. Unit of the Module 

The tasks in each unit were developed by utilizing six steps proposed by 

Nunan81 combined with the theory about materials adaptation proposed by 
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 Dennaya, ―Designing a Set of English Speaking Instructional Materials Using Task-

Based Approach for English Extracurricular Class of SMP Kanisius Gayam Yogyakarta,‖ 19.

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Tomlinson and Masuhara as cited in Dennaya82 those are plus, minus, and zero 

categories. The activities in each unit were developed by utilizing three 

techniques, they are: plus category (addition, expansion), minus category 

(reduction, subtraction, deletion), and zero categories (modifications, replacement, 

reorganization, re-sequencing, and conversion).  

After being revised by the experts and tried out to the students of the 

Datok Sulaiman English Club program, the design of the speaking module was 

appropriate to the students’ needs. The appropriate speaking module for the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club program consists of: 

1. The module contained basic speaking materials and activities that is in 

accordance with the students’ speaking ability. the materials and activities 

were covered in three units, they are introducing self and others in unit 1, 

daily activities in unit 2, asking for and giving opinions in unit 3. 

2. The module contained seven sub-units those are learning materials, grammar 

focus, let’s get ready, let’s talk, let’s do more, let’s playing games, and let’s 

review and share. 

3. The module consists of various activities of Task-based Language, which 

engaged the students to speak in the learning process. 

4. The module covered interesting layout and media such as audio, picture, 

video, board, and card. 

5. The module provided other skills such as listening, reading, and writing that 

is completed by grammar and vocabulary to help and facilitate the students in 
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learning speaking. This point is supported by Hinkel, who stated that teaching 

speaking in L2 that is integrated with other skills can develop learning in 

various ways such as expand students’ background in a content area, improve 

students vocabularies and grammar repertoire, and improve their 

pronunciation
83

. 

6. The module contained usage guidelines to provide more information about 

how to use the designed speaking module. 

The module appropriateness was approved by the mean score result of 

students’ perception that was 3, 72, and 90% of percentage which qualified 

―Excellent‖. It indicated that the module could be used without revision. This 

result was supported by the interview’s result with the teacher and the Datok 

Sulaiman English Club program students. The students and the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club Program teacher stated that the designed module is presented in line 

with the students’ needs. The layout design of the speaking module is interesting, 

and it provided clear instructions. It also contained various activities, materials, 

vocabulary, and pronunciation guides that facilitated the learners in learning 

speaking. Besides, this speaking module also had module usage guidelines based 

on the teacher’s suggestion to provide more information about the designed 

speaking module. In addition, this speaking module had fulfilled the characteristic 

of the module proposed by Yulando84: self-instruction, self-contained, stand-

alone, adaptive, and user-friendly, which became the strength of this design 
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speaking module. Finally, the final draft of the Basic English Speaking Module 

was created, and it can be seen in appendices.  

To compare this result with the previous research, the researcher took one 

previous research from Kusumawati and Sari85 entitled ―Developing Speaking 

Material for Teaching Based on Communicative Language Teaching for Second 

Semester Students of English Education Study Program Muhammadiyah 

University of Metro‖. It aimed to develop speaking materials based on 

communicative language teaching for second-semester students of the English 

Education Study Program Muhammadiyah University of Metro. The result of this 

previous research was the speaking module that adapted a communicative 

language teaching approach for the second semester English department students. 

The result’s similarities between previous research with this research were 1) the 

designed speaking module as the product was arranged based on the students’ 

need; 2) the designed speaking module consists of various activities that provided 

opportunities and engaged students actively in learning to speak; 3) it covered 

interesting layout and design, also the appropriateness of media used in the 

module such as picture chose; 4) the module was supported by vocabulary and 

grammar to improve students’ quality in speaking; 5) the students’ perception was 

excellent to the design module; 6) the module was designed by applying ADDIE 

models. On the other hand, the differences between this research and 

Kusumawati’s research were the subject of the research and the method applied in 

the design module. Kusumawati’s research subject focused on the second-
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semester students of the English Study Program Muhammadiyah University of 

Metro. In contrast, the researcher chose the Datok Sulaiman English Club 

program as the research subject in this research. Besides, the design speaking 

module as Kusumawati’s research product applied the Communicative Language 

Teaching approach (CLT). Nonetheless, in this research, the researcher utilized 

the Task-based Language Teaching approach (TBLT) for the design product due 

to students’ capability, which is still basic. Furthermore, the design module of 

Kusumawati’s research did not contain several recorded by the native speaker, 

while in this research, the design module as the final product contained audio 

from the native speaker to be listened to and practiced in speaking.

CHAPTER V 

CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS 

A. Conclusions 

Based on the result of students’ need analysis through questionnaire, 

interview, and previous syllabus, the Basic English Speaking Module that is 

appropriate for the students of Datok Sulaiman English Club Program covers 

several components are: 1) three units of basic speaking materials, they are 

introducing self and others, daily activities, asking for and giving opinion; 2) 

seven sub-units those are learning materials, grammar focus, let’s get ready, let’s 

talk, let’s do more, let’s playing games, and let’s review and share; 3) various 

activities of Task-based Language; 4) interesting layout and media 5) other skills 

such as listening, reading, and writing that is completed by grammar and 

vocabulary; and 6) usage guidelines. The result of students’ perception showed 

the mean score was 3, 72 and 90% of percentage which qualified ―Excellent‖. It 

indicated that the module could be used without revision. This result was 

supported by the interview’s result with the teacher and the Datok Sulaiman 

English Club program students. The students and the Datok Sulaiman English 

Club Program teacher stated that the designed module is presented in line with the 

students’ needs. The layout design of the speaking module is interesting, and it 

provided clear instructions. It also contained various activities, materials, 

vocabulary, and pronunciation guides that facilitated the learners in learning 

speaking. Besides, this speaking module also had module usage guidelines based 

on the teacher’s suggestion to provide more information about the designed 
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speaking module. In addition, this speaking module had fulfilled the characteristic 

of the module, those are self-instruction, self-contained, stand-alone, adaptive, and 

user-friendly, which became the strength of this design speaking module. 

B. Suggestions 

In this part, the researcher would like to give several suggestions based on 

the conclusions above. The suggestions for English Club teacher, module users, 

and future researchers are presented below.  

1. It is suggested to the English Club teacher to utilize this product as the patent 

module in teaching speaking for the Datok Sulaiman English Club students. 

Furthermore, since this speaking module is developed by adapting task-based 

language teaching, the teacher who is not familiar with this should be 

accustomed their selves and be willing to keep learning. In addition, the 

teacher should be able to spread positivity, engage students in the learning 

activity, and create a fun atmosphere in order to make the teaching and 

learning process become successful.  

2. The users are suggested to read the instructions and understand them carefully 

in order to optimize the use of this speaking module. Furthermore, the 

objectives can be achieved successfully by completing all the tasks in this 

speaking module. 

3. The researcher realized that this research is still far from perfection. 

Therefore, future researchers who want to conduct a similar research with this 

are suggested to improve the quality of the design module. The researcher 

recommends to the further researcher to improve the layout of the module, 
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add more audio and video, and involve other technologies in the learning 

process. Moreover, the next researcher also suggested optimizing the 

implementation of the product because the researcher only conducted a 

limited try-out for a day due to the Covid-19 pandemic. 

C. Limitation of the Research 

Due to the Covid-19 cases, which are still high, and government policy 

regarding the learning process should be done online/from home in order to 

minimize the spread of Covid-19, the implementation of the designed speaking 

module was held in a limited try-out. The designed speaking module was tried out 

to the six students only, and it was done in three meetings where each meeting 

was held in 30 minutes. After trying out the product, the students were asked to 

fill the questionnaires, which aimed to know students’ perceptions about the final 

product of the designed speaking module.

PRONOUN 

A pronoun is a word to replace a noun. It is used to avoid repeating 

information that has already been made clear. There are four types of pronouns; they 

are subjective, objective, and possessive. 

1) Subjective pronoun (SP) 

Subjective pronoun acts as the subject of a sentence. For example: I am 

Lisa, She is Nisa, etc. 

2) Objective Pronoun (OP) 

Objective pronoun acts as the object of a sentence. It receives the action 

of the verb. For example: she told her yesterday, he left us in the 

canteen, etc. 

3) Possessive Pronoun (PP)  

Possessive pronoun shows the ownership. It does not need apostrophes 

(„). For example: this book is yours, that pen is mine, etc.  

4) Possessive Adjective 

Possessive adjective stands before a noun/pronoun to state who/what 

owns it. For example: my book, her shirt, etc.

6. The player then mixes up the 'Rant' and 'Rave' cards face down and turns one 

over. Don‟t forget to reshuffle the rant and rave cards after the player take it. 

7. If the player turns over a 'Rant' card, they express negative opinions about the 

topic on the card for 30 seconds, without stopping. If the player picks up a 

'Rave' card, they express positive opinions. 

8. The other students listen and award one point to the player for each appropriate 

opinion adjective they use during their rant or rave. If a player can't think of 

anything to say or stops talking before the time limit have been reached, no 

points are awarded. 

9. The next player then picks up a card from the pile and so on.
